far right). At Rural Resources
(www.ruralresources.net), a local non-profit agency
dedicated to preserving agricultural land and
products, students dug weeds, improved a new
greenhouse, and prepared the grounds for their

boxes and talked with clients at the Community
Ministries Food Bank ; and organized the food
pantry and served guests at the Mission Soup
Kitchen .
In addition, the entire class,
joined by the TC Women's
Basketball team and many
others, participated in the 24-

This covered Greene County in its
entirety. During this 24-hour search and survey of the
homeless, the students explored various camp site
conditions, as well as delving into the psyche of the
homeless.
