New Databases Activated: As previewed in our June number, Tate Library, via our membership in the ACA Central Library purchasing consortium, and in cooperation with our programs in Athletic Training and English, have added the online indexes CINALH and the MLA International Bibliography. Here is additional description on the two resources, plus an MLA extra add-on; all are available under EBSCOhost on the library database page:

CINAHL, the Cumulative Index to Nursing & Allied Health Literature, is the authoritative resource for nursing and allied health professionals, students, educators and researchers. This database provides indexing and abstracting for over 1,600 current nursing and allied health journals and publications dating back to 1982, totaling over 800,000 records.

MLA International Bibliography is a bibliography of journal articles, books and dissertations. Produced by the Modern Language Association, the electronic version of the Bibliography dates back to 1963 and contains over 1.5 million citations from more than 4,400 journals and series and 1,000 book publishers.

The MLA Directory of Periodicals offers detailed information on over 7,100 journals, with 4,400 currently indexed in the International Bibliography. The detailed entries include editorial contact information, as well as frequency, circulation,  subscription prices and submission guidelines.

New Journal Awareness Tool: To help users become aware of or keep track of the electronic  journals Tate Library receives in various forms (full-text, abstract, bibliographic entry), we have activated Serials Solutions, an online service which permits patrons to find out which database(s) has which journal and for what period. To employ this innovative service, please go to the library’s database page and look directly under the opening graph. There you will find a sentence which reads: “To locate in what database a particular magazine or journal title is located, or check the availability of a full text title in the research databases, choose the appropriate search format and  type in a word or words in the box below.”  For example, checking a journal well known to the editor brings this result:

E-Books: Tate Library’s e-book collection continues to mushroom. netLibrary, a shared collection of titles made available by the Southern Library Network (SOLINET), now numbers 30,771 titles (40,578 if you include duplication). On July 1, Tate Library activated a new annual subscription from Ebrary, another vendor of electronic full-text book titles. Over 10,000+ books were instantaneously added to the Tate Library collection that one day!
Like seemingly everything else in the electronic world these days, it takes a few minutes to get started with Ebrary. Anne has written up a small “blurb” about this new resource on our website, which we repeat here:

New Print Books/Videos: We continue to receive new books/videos ordered from the lists provided by the faculty back in the spring. A New Books page was started in the news section of the Tate Library homepage and continues. The first issue, in May 2003, showed 276 titles arranged by LC call number; the second, in June, offered 325; and the third (since augmented), in July, had 210. Over the summer we have thus processed and added 811 items, many of which, particularly in the H classification, have been shifted to the  Knoxville branch. Our volunteer helpers, Karen, Joe Anne, and Jean, were of great assistance in getting things ready.

School Textbook Exhibit:  This year, given the library’s temporary quarters, a new home had to be found for our annual exhibition of new school textbooks, a project undertaken on behalf of the Greene County Schools. On behalf of Jerry Ward, school textbook coordinator Kay Solomon Armstrong, and Mark Stokes, we would like to thank Tom Silva and our good friends at Facilities Management for making it possible to employ the Allison Gallery. The exhibit will run through Block I. A public reception to view the titles and interact with local teachers will be held between 2:30 p.m. and 4: 30 p. m. on August 28. Faculty and staff and all interested students are cordially invited to drop by.

Usage Figures (July 2003): We have just  begun a new program for our usage figures which will allow us to more closely track in house (walk in and serious) and electronic usage for both the Greeneville and Knoxville campuses as appropriate, while still providing information on combined figures. In the data which follows the first of two numbers is that for the Greeneville campus and the second is for Knoxville; where there is only one number, it is combined for both. For July we show:

Physical Usage: In house patrons: 1054 and 1390; Days open: 22 and 17; Average daily attendance: 47.9 and 82.1.
Reference: In house questions: 25 and 99; phone questions: 5 and 26; e-mail  questions: 2 and 2; distance education technical questions: 7; Total questions: 39 and 127.

Circulation: Print books, 47 and 15; Print periodicals: 0 and 0; Print reserves: 9 and 4; Videos: 29 and 7; Total print circulation: 38 and 26; netLibrary e-books: 125 (actual circulations, not just browsing).

Interlibrary/Intralibrary loan: Books: K to G: 0; G to K: 2; to other libraries: 0; from other libraries: 16. Total: 18.  

Library orientation/instruction: Residential: 0; Professional Studies: 1 and 2. Total: 3.

Database searches: EDRS, 14; EBSCOhost, 815; ProQuest, 778. Total: 1,607 (*data for Infotrac products not yet available).

Usage Figures Greeneville, Summer 2003: Per our May survey of Professional Studies cohorts, Tate Library Greeneville has remained open every Monday through Thursday afternoon between 5 p.m. and 7 p.m. During May-July, a total of 118 visitors tripped the people counter; we have been able to identify no more than 30 as PS students, the remainder being area residents, Upward Bound students, staff and/or employee children, band/soccer campers, and that rarest patron of all, the occasional residential college summer school  student.
