PHYSICAL CHANGE
Tate Library Knoxville:

The furniture ordered during the summer for the Knoxville campus has now arrived and been installed. We have a real circulation desk, new tables and chairs,  and the shelving will allow us to expand the print collection. Mary and Jan report increased use of the facility and the pleasure of all with the library’s new look.

Tate Library Greeneville:

As many of you have no doubt by now heard, Tate Library will be moving, lock, stock, and barrel, into Pioneer Gym beginning on December 16.  This Herculean effort will see all of our offices, public and technical service areas, book stacks, computer setups, and everything else which allows us to function transported, setup and connected over a period of five days.  Once we are out, the shell can be turned over to the contractors for the long-awaited (and I do mean long-awaited) beginning of Tate’s physical rebirth.

Naturally, there will be no physical library services available from Tate Greeneville during that week; they will run per normal in Knoxville. Our electronic resources will continue to function on a 24/7 basis. We anticipate being ready for service when classes resume after the Christmas break.

It is our fondest hope that this move will result in the greater availability of convenient library services to all of our constituencies and know that you share with us the eager anticipation for the second move from these temporary digs  to a wonderful new home in 2004.

RESOURCES
Book orders:

The new Encyclopedia of Life Sciences http://www.els.net is also similarly available. We are working on obtaining remote access (username/password ID) for these, had hoped to have them up in time to announce here, and expect the capability soon.  We will send out a note when they are available and post the art/music sites on our database page (els is already there); meanwhile, feel free to check those sites regularly or contact us.
